i) Members are encouraged to enter one painting in the competition normally held at each monthly meeting, to be judged by the
demonstrating artit.

ii) 3, 2, & 1 points are awarded respectively for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd prize in each grade. Each painting entered is awarded one point,

iv) Paintings for exhibit in the A/B competition may only be entered once.
ARTIST OF THE YEAR COMPETITION RULES:

Definitions:

* A compulsory point is awarded for participation in:

0 Monthly A/B Competition

0 Streeton Robert McCubbin exhibition

0 Spring Show

* Bonus Points are awarded for wins or mentions in A & B competition; Small Packages exhibition; SRMcC exhibition and Spring
Show.

i) Competition to be run in conjunction with the monthly A & B Competition.
ii) Participants in the Artist of The Year sponsorship must be a financial Ordinary or Exhibiting Member.

iii) Artists entering the Artist of The Year Competition must register their intention to participate before 31st May each year to be
eligible.

iv) Artists must register paintings entered in the A & B monthly competition; Small Packages; SRMcC exhibition and Spring Show
at the front desk before hanging in the gallery.

v) Entries in the A & B; Small Packages; SRMcC and Spring Show must comply with the conditions of entry into those competi-
tions. No disputes will be entered into.

vi) Artists entering in the A & B Monthly Competitions, SRMcC and Spring Show will receive one compulsory point for enter-
ing. NOTE: No compulsory point is awarded for entering the Small Packages exhibition.

vii) Bonus points are awarded points for competition wins or commendations.

viii) Participants must accrue at least five (5) compulsory points for the A & B section and at least one (1) compulsory point for each
of the other competitions. (Total compulsory points required to be eligible is seven (7). (This is to ensure participation across all
competitions).

ix) In the case of a tie, the member with the highest number of Bonus Points wins.

x) Scores will be recorded by a person nominated by the Committee and no disputes will be entered into. Entrants will be given a
copy of a blank score sheet to keep their own scores.

xi) Progressive scores will be published from time to time at the discretion of the Committee.
